La ceremonia oficiala organizata in incinta sediului IGSU din municipiul Chisinau au
participat: doamna Daniela Misail-Nichitin, ministra Afacerilor Interne a Republicii
Moldova, Excelenta Sa Sgren Jensen, ambasadorul Regatului Danemarcei in Republica
Moldova, precum si doamna Simone Gundtoft Christerson, atasat special pentru
managementul crizelor in cadrul Ambasadei Danemarcei.

in discursul sau, seful IGSU, colonel al serviciului intern Aurel Baciu a subliniat:

.Protectia personalului reprezinta fundamentul capacitatii de interventie. Proiectul
implementat de Agentia Daneza pentru Managementul Situatiilor de Urgenta ofera
echipamente moderne de protectie, instruire si suport tehnic, iar aparatele autonome
de respirat si echipamentele individuale de protectie vor fi testate si integrate in
sistem pentru utilizare la parametri operationali optimi.”

Ambasadorul Regatului Danemarcei in Republica Moldova, domnul Sgren Jensen, a
declarat ca donatia reflecta cooperarea stransa dintre cele doua tari si ca
echipamentele de protectie vor consolida capacitatile operationale ale pompierilor si
salvatorilor din Republica Moldova, asigurand un raspuns eficient la situatii de urgenta
si un nivel sporit de siguranta pentru populatie.

Lotul primit este estimat la o valoare de aproximativ 600.000 EUR si include 150 de
aparate autonome de respirat pentru pompieri, cu piese de schimb si standuri de
testare, precum si 220 de seturi de echipamente individuale de protectie.

Receptionarea lotului va spori nivelul de protectie individuala al pompierilor si
salvatorilor in interventii complexe si va contribui la alinierea la standardele europene
de securitate si sanatate in munca pentru efectivul institutiei, prin reducerea riscurilor
profesionale in interventiile la incendii, accidente industriale si situatii de urgenta cu
substante periculoase.

Proiectul multianual , Initiativa daneza pentru protectia civila in Moldova 2025-2028"
este finantat de Guvernul Regatului Danemarcei si implementat de Agentia Daneza
pentru Managementul Situatiilor de Urgenta, in parteneriat cu Ministerul Afacerilor
Interne al Republicii Moldova si Inspectoratul General pentru Situatii de Urgenta.
Bugetul total al proiectului este de 3.500.000 de euro.

Pe parcursul implementarii proiectului, pompierii si salvatorii IGSU vor beneficia de
echipamente specializate, cursuri de instruire si acces la expertiza daneza recunoscuta
la nivel international.

The General Inspectorate for Emergency Situations has received its first equipment
donation under the Danish Civil Protection Initiative in Moldova 2025-2028

Today, 27 February 2026, the General Inspectorate for Emergency Situations received
the first donation of equipment acquired under the multi-annual project “Danish Civil
Protection Initiative in Moldova 2025-2028."

Minister of Internal Affairs Ms. Daniela Misail-Nichitin, His Excellency the Ambassador
of Denmark to the Republic of Moldova Mr. Sgren Jensen, and Special Attaché for Crisis
Management at the Embassy of Denmark Ms. Simone Gundtoft Christerson attended
the official event organized at the headquarters of the General Inspectorate for
Emergency Situations.

In his speech, the Head of the General Inspectorate for Emergency Situations, Colonel
of the Internal Service Aurel Baciu, emphasized:



“Personnel protection represents the foundation of intervention capacity. The project
implemented by the Danish Emergency Management Agency provides modern
protective equipment, training and technical support, and the self-contained breathing
apparatus and personal protective equipment will be tested and integrated into the
system for use at optimal operational parameters.”

The Ambassador of Denmark to the Republic of Moldova, Mr. Sgren Jensen, stated that
the donation reflects the close cooperation between the two countries and that the
protective equipment will strengthen the operational capacities of Moldovan
firefighters and rescuers, ensuring efficient emergency response and enhanced public
safety.

“The safety of citizens remains our priority. Every investment in civil protection means
saved lives, more resilient communities, and greater trust in state institutions. Our
firefighters and rescuers are becoming better prepared, more specialized, and more
capable of responding promptly and professionally in any situation,” stated the
Minister of Internal Affairs.

The donation is estimated at EUR 600,000 and includes 150 self-contained breathing
apparatuses for firefighters, including spare parts and test benches, as well as 220
sets of personal protective equipment.

This equipment will increase the level of individual protection for firefighters and
rescuers during complex interventions and will contribute to alignment with European
health and safety standards for the institution’s staff by reducing professional risks
during fire interventions, industrial accidents and emergency situations involving
hazardous substances.

The multi-annual project “Danish Civil Protection Initiative in Moldova 2025-2028" is
financed by the Government of the Kingdom of Denmark and implemented by the
Danish Emergency Management Agency, in partnership with the Ministry of Internal
Affairs of the Republic of Moldova and the General Inspectorate for Emergency
Situations. The total value of the project is EUR 3,500,000.

During the implementation of the project, firefighters and rescuers from the General
Inspectorate for Emergency Situations will benefit from specialized equipment, training
and access to internationally recognized Danish expertise.

The cooperation between the Republic of Moldova and the Kingdom of Denmark in the
field of civil protection offers technical assistance, exchange of experience, and
contributes to increasing the safety of the population and the staff of the General
Inspectorate for Emergency Situations through alignment with European standards.
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
