The project is financed by the European Union through Neighbourhood, 

Development and International Cooperation Instrument (NDICI), through Interreg NEXT 

Romania- Republic of Moldova 2021-2027, Programme Priority1 – Green Communities, 

Specific objective1.1 - Promoting climate change adaptation and disaster risk prevention, 

resilience, taking into account eco-system based approaches. 

The project general objective is to improve the joint response to emergency situations 

in the cross-border area through joint training courses and the purchase of specialized 

equipment.

The project addresses the cross-border area between Romania and Republic of Moldova, 

with the following results: 

- 1 updated common procedure for the efficient management and deployment of joint 

interventions; 

- 12 joint training sessions organized; 

- increased training capacity through the procurement of training containers and training 

equipment; 

- increased operational capacity in the eligible area through the purchase of special 

intervention vehicles.
